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My Easter Message

“I HAVE RISEN, AND I
AM WITH YOU STILL,
ALLELUIA.”

“I have risen, and I am with

you still, alleluia,” is part of
the entrance antiphon for this
Easter Sunday of the
Resurrection of the Lord. It
tells us all about Easter. Jesus
Christ is not just risen from
the dead, but He is still with
us, Emmanuel--God with us.
Our Lenten 40 days’ journey
with our Lord Jesus Christ is
over, and now we joyfully
celebrate Easter. As you
know by now, | enjoy
Christmas, but Easter is my
favorite. For Christian
denominations, especially for
us Catholics, Easter is the
greatest feast of all feasts. St.
Leo the Great put it so
beautifully in these words:
“Of all the days on which
devout Christians offer their
worship in many forms, none
may stand in higher esteem
than the feast of Easter which
seals the dignity of all
celebrations in the Church of
God.” At Easter, we
commemorate Christ’s
victory over death on the
Holy Cross and his
resurrection from death. St.
Paul reminds us, “If Christ
has not been raised, your

faith is futile, and you are still
in your sins” ( 1 Cor 15:17) .
Thanks be to God for raising
his beloved Son Jesus Christ
from death which teaches us
that for Christians, death is not
the end of life but a transition
to a new and better life with
Jesus and his heavenly Father.
The Catechism of the Catholic
Church teaches us: “Therefore
Easter is not simply one feast
among others, but the ‘feast of
feasts’, the ‘solemnity of
solemnities,’ just as the
Eucharist is the ‘Sacrament of
Sacraments’ (#1169. p 303).”
St. Athanasius calls Easter
“The Great Sunday.”

Praise and thanks be to our
mighty God for allowing us to
celebrate Easter with no
restrictions this year. For the
past three years due to the
Covid-19 pandemic, we were
restricted from receiving the
Precious Blood of Christ. On
this Holy Thursday, April 6,
2023, Bishop Mark reinstated
the distribution of the Precious
Blood of Christ. We’re back to
normal life again. You might
notice this also through an
increase in Mass attendance
and other parish activities.
Glory and praise be to the
Triune God!
